ACTION WHO

Welcome and introductions.

DB explained that the purpose of this group is to try and keep
people connected and up-to-date with things that are
happening in the Valley, as well as feeding back to the
Ousebum Management Board, which looks at and coordinates
what’s happening in Ousebum as a whols.

The project is nearly halfway through its 2 year pilot. It was set
up to develop cultural volunteering opportunities across the
region, and works in partnership offering opportunities to the
long-term unemployed.

There are nearly 30 organisations offering volunteering
opportunities in Ouseburn and across the region. The project
wants to offer a way to add value to cultural businesses and
organisations, offering services such as admin support,
stewarding events, marketing etc. There are currently 80
volunteers on the books, who are looking for opportunities. If
anyone is interested, they can contact Collette directly at the
Ousebum Trust office, or get in touch with AB, who will pass
details on.

Rachel is heading up an Ouseburn Art Prize project, to take
place in July, which will focus on a range of mediums. She
would like to involve the other local venues to get some input
and collaboration happening.

The idea is not to produce a detailed brief, but to leave it mare
open, perhaps focusing on medium. RB is looking for people to
judge the competition — specialists in various fields. There is
scope for others to get involved if they want to.

The competition entries would take over the majority of The Art
Works Galleries. RB wants to build on the weaith of artists and
designer/makers working in the area, although she envisages

that it will be a national competition,

DC thought that the more the idea could be facused and
narrowed down, the easier it would be for potential applicants.
He thought it would be a good idea to have a theme that
related to the Valley, as well as the idea of having various age
categories that could get schools involved.

Anna mentioned that there would be an open exhibition at
Northern Printin July, August and September, with an
international call for artists. 50 artists will be selected to show |
thelr work, with various prizes on offer. These include a
commission for Byker Metro from Nexus, a residency at
Northern Print for an overseas artist and various cash prizes.
AW didn't think that this would clash with the Qusebum Art
Prize idea, as she saw them as very different things.

ME thought that they could be mutuaily beneficial, as more
people would be attracted to the Valley if these things were
going on at the same time.

RB agreed to getmore of a finalised idea together and circulate
to the group for further input/comment, '

This project is being coordinated by the Ouseburn Trust. There
is European money available at the moment for enterprise ie
start-ups and business expansion. The Trustis leading a
group that includes the GLEAM mentoring programme and the
Northern Cultural Skills Parinership, to put together a package
for the cultural sector. If they are successful in their bid, the
money will probably be used for a 3 and 4" GLEAM mentoring
scheme, based in the Trust office on Lime Strest. They should
know about the funding by June, and further details will be
circulated then.

A group of cities from countries in the North Sea region,
including Holland and Germany, are working togetheron a
project to exchange information and best practice. Newcastle
City Council and the Ousebum Trust have put in for funding,
including money for travel. The idea, for example, will be for
businesses to use the money to go to workshops in other
countries, which will hopefully be useful for gaining contacts
abroad and expanding existing markets.

ME didn’t agree that this was the best way to develop the
cultural sector, although others in the group thought that a lot
could be leamed from traveling to other countries.

Projects Update

The CDC is a partnership between One Northeast, Newcastle
City Council and Gateshead Council, to develop the local
economy. All public money for capital works is going into the
CDC. Ouseburn is being seen as part of a solution to the
economic problem, with a good reputation for delivering
projects. The Ousebum mouth area is under-developed at the
moment, so this area along with Ousebum Central and Spillers,
is being earmarked by the CDC.

ME and DC commented that they would like the Chair and
Chief Executive of the CDC to consult with people in Quseburn.

DB replied that the CDC is organising a communication and
consultation strategy.

Northern Print is currenfly working towards a Biennale
exhibition. AW thought that the family-friendly aspect of
Ousebum could be exploited more, with more jained-up
marketing promoting a family day out.

NJ mentioned the Late Shows which take place on 15" and
16" May. The Friday night will be Qusebum focused, with a
bus going around all the participating venues, A group has
been formed to co-ordinate the Late Shows, which has some
crossover with Open Studios.

ME asked how the event would be promoted, so that people
who wanted to could getinvolved. He thought that there
needed to be greater circulation of information.

NJ replied that with regard to the Late Shows, Tyne and Wear
Museums were the organisers, so they had the say on
participants. With regard to Open Studios, the studios who
were involved in last year's event were working together again
this year. They were trying ta get the Stables involved in some
way, and all the local pubs, perhaps with a voucher scheme so
that people who visited the studios got a voucher that could be
redeemed for food or drink. Anyone who wanted to get
involved could go to the Open Studios website
(ousebumopenstudios.org) where there was a contact e-mail
address, or contact Nick at the Mushroom Works if they didn’t
have access to e-mail.

IM would mention it to Star and Shadow as she was sure they
would want to be involved.

Mushroom Works were involved with the Trust's volunteers
scheme, and had a volunteer working for them on a history
interpretation permanent exhibition, researching the history of
the area and the building and creating a permanent display.
NJ mentioned that signage was still an issue, and he has been
working with a group looking at suggestions to have more in-

venue signagse, to link one venue to ancther and hopefully
make it easier for people to find their way around. NJ would
invite DB to the next meeting of this group.

Hangar 51 (Trust property on Lime St) was being hired out by
various people. Anyone who wants to have a look around can
contact the Trust office (0191 261 6596).

Star and Shadow are holding a Ukelele festival this weekend.
They are currently looking for options for what happens to the
building as the lease runs out in the middle of next yearand S
& S would like to stay where they are if possible..

The Ousebum Regeneration Team organised a visitor survey
recently in conjunction with Fiona Wilson, the Tourism
Manager, which took in local events and venues. The final
report is back, but needs some more infomation added.
Overall, the feedback was very positive, and showed that
visitors generally thought highly of Ousebum. The report will
be circulated to the group within the next few weeks.

DC mentioned that he had been planting plants in various spots
around the valley to make the place look more aftractive, and
he wanted to encourage others to getinvolved. He had been
speaking to Jo at the Cumberland, who thought that the area
around the pub could de with a tidy up, so anyone who wanted
to volunteer to help out would be welcomel

Familiarisation visit — a meeting to discuss this visit
will be held with Fiona Wilson (Tourism Manager)
tomorrow.

Strategy Review — Phil Joyce wants to.see the
Strategy Review completed, but would like it
restructured to encompass themes from the
Sustainable Communities Strategy, such as health,
worklessness and young people.

NK wanted some clarity over how the OMB is
viewed, as well as some clarification over matters
such as whether or not the OMB is automatically a
statutory consultee on planning applications. He felt
that things didn’t seem to have progressed much
over the last 10 years.

SS thought that the Regeneration Strategy had
become a new strategy, rather than a review, and
we should just get on with producing it.

A brainstorming session would be organised in order
to get some structure into the document, and a
paper would go to OMB in May.

DB
noted that discussions are taking place with the
property surveyors to try and withdraw the Byker
Buildings site from residential development.

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NK thought the OMB response to the Portland Green
application was reasoned support and complimented
the contributors to this. A Developer Forum had
been held at the Regen Centre the previous week,
and this was well attended. The purpose of these
meetings was to identify barriers faced by
developers, and engage with developers at an early
stage. He felt this was a very useful forum. At the
meeting it emerged that Byker Bridge Housing
Association was setting up a social enterprise which
would act almost as a ‘Valley Neighbourhood
Response Tean, with contributions from local
developers in return for keeping sites tidy and litter-
free.

There was some discussion over whether or not
developers should be represented on the OMB,
although NK felt that this may lead to conflicts of
interest, and that is what the Developer Forum had
been set up for.

CDC Update.
The CDC has done a lot of work on de-risking
studies, including land contamination and flood risk

as well as working on a development framework
looking at the viability of various sites in Ouseburn.

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The intention of the CDC is to work with the OMB,
and be linked closely with officers in the Quseburmn

team. A permanent Development Manager has just

been appointed, although he is not yet in post.

NK commented that the OMB needed to be able to
feed into the Stakeholder Engagement Strategy that
the CDC is currently developing. A meeting was
needed with the new Development Manager in order
to engage at an early stage. DB would find out
contact details, then NK would write a letter on
behalf of OMB, to organise a meeting.

Community Room.

NK has a meeting on Friday with PJ about the
community room — he would hope to get some
indication that the building and the room would be
kept on and used for the community.

ABR Reorganisation.

Guy Curry (from South Tyneside Council) has been
appointed as the new East Area Director — he has a
background in economic development. Martin
Barlow is the new Director for the West area.

PK thought that this could be ciitical to the future of
the OMB.

DB suggested asking him to a meeting along with
the new CDC Development Manager.

Any Other Business.

There was a discussion around how future OMB
meetings should be organised. NK felt that they
sometimes became process-heavy and laden down
with reports, and that it was important that the
Implementation Group dealt with the process side,
leaving OMB more open for debate.

It was agreed that each OMB meeting should focus
on a themed discussion, perhaps with a relevant
presentation.
